DRIVER GUIDELINES

Keirunga Park Railway

1. Obey station staff instructions at all times.  Leave the station only when you get the whistle and green flag from the stationmaster.

2. When leaving the station, the speed must be very slow over all points.

3. All drivers are to look behind them from time to time to check passengers are not leaning out or doing something stupid.  This only applies to trains no bigger than two wagons. Any trains with three or more wagons must carry a guard.
4. Maximum speed limit around the track is 10 km per hour, unless otherwise stated.

5. When coming off the bridge into the station over points 19, 18 and 8 (which are on a concrete pad), the speed is 4 km/h or less.  The Horn or Whistle must be blown before or as you pass under the pedestrian footbridge to warn the public you are approaching. 

6. Drivers and guards MUST NOT operate a cellphone whilst on a train.  Turn cell phones OFF while on driving duties.

7. There are three colour aspect lights around the track.  These are as follows:

a. Green light
Proceed

b. Yellow light
Proceed with caution

c. Red light
Stop for 10 seconds, then proceed very slowly

d. Flashing lights
System returning to green

Obey the signalling indicators.  When faced with a red light, stop for at least 10 seconds before proceeding very slowly.  There may be a train that has stopped in that block.

8. Do not park locomotives where access to the turntable is blocked.

9. Unattended locomotives must be parked onto sidings, where possible.

10. Drivers of unattended steam locomotives must ensure that there is no risk to anyone whilst their locomotives simmer.

These are simple but general rules for our railway, so please abide by them so we can all have an enjoyable day.
